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“Kickin’”:   A  Sculpture by Dean Curfman of Morganton 

This beautiful sculpture representing stacked various sized soccer balls graces 
the front of the newly constructed McCreary Family Recreation & Fitness Center.  
With the assistance of the Caldwell Arts Council, the Town of Hudson was 
fortunate to obtain a grant through the North Carolina Arts Council Grassroots 
Arts Program to purchase “Kickin”.  Sculpted by a local western North Carolina 
artist, Dean Curfman, it depicts Redwood Park’s  theme of athletics, fitness and 
recreation.  Through its grassroots grants programs the NC Arts Council promotes 
public arts.   “The North Carolina Arts Council believes that artists are essential to 
a healthy and vital quality of life, contributing not only to economic growth and 
well-being but also to the intrinsic values that make the state a desirable place to 
live.” [www.ncarts.org]  Other art pieces throughout Hudson are the Centennial 
Sculpture, “Children Playing”, placed in the pond in front of the HUB; and two 
pieces on loan from the Caldwell Arts Council, “Caonao” at the HUB and “Plumb 
Leaner” at the intersection of Central Street and Cajah’s Mountain Road.  Please 
take time to visit each of these pieces of art.

Important tips for you, your family and friends to have a safe,  fun and enjoyable park experience.  

Things you can do to keep you and your park safe 

Be Aware of Your Surroundings ï Be vigilant and aware of where you are and who is around you.  

Å Call 911 in an emergency. 

Å Do not leave anything visible or valuable in your car, not even in your trunk. 

Å Closely supervise your children as they play in the park. 

Å Only use park equipment and/or facilities for the intended purpose. 

Å On hot days, drink plenty of water. 

 

If you have animals in the park, please keep them on a lease at all times and be considerate of others by cleaning up after y our  pet.  

 
In 2005, 2006, and 2007 the Hudson Police Department was able to secure a NC Governorôs Crime Commissioner Grant to provide extr a 
police patrol at Redwood Park during the summer season.  State funding cuts eliminated this grant for 2008; however, the Huds on Board 
of Commissioners realized the benefit of this program and chose to fund it locally.
